LABORATORIES AND SCHEDULE

¢ Canine Extractions | (Kressin/Honzelka) - This lab will
cover the instruments and techniques to master difficult extractions
in the dog. Surgical extraction technique will be emphasized
through hands-on-teaching. Extraction complications will also be

discussed as well as practical tips for treating complications.
(DVM’s Only)

e Canine Extractions Il (Hall) - Basic extraction techniques for
the most common teeth extracted in the canine: maxillary and
mandibular canine and carnassial teeth. Basic Canine Extraction
Techniques Lecture Pre-Reguisite for Lab. (DVM’s Only)

¢ Digital Dental Radiology I (Holmstrom) — This is an
introductory course to Digital Radiology to include introduction to
equipment, radiographic positioning, and problem solving in
taking digital radiographs using a vary of radiographic equipment.

¢ Digital Intraoral Photography (Holmstrom) - This lecture &
lab will cover the essentials of digital intraoral photography. If you
have a camera, bring your camera, connection cards, camera
manual, mirrors, cheek retractors, and any other materials you
have and use it in the lab. This is a chance for you to learn how to
take and work with digital photographs in clinical veterinary dental
practice.

¢ Endodontics | : Access Lab (Baker) - This lab is an
infroduction to endodontics and will cover the first step of standard
root canal therapy: creation of the access site info the tooth. The
access site creation will focus primarily on the canine and
carnassial teeth of dogs. This is the first lab in the endodontic series
and should be taken before any of the other endodontic labs.

¢ Endodontics Il : Standard Root Canal Preparation and
Obturation (Peak) - For those with a basic understanding of
root canal therapy. Access preparation, continued instrumentation
and obturation techniques will be covered. Must attend
Endodontics I. (DVM's Only)

¢ Endodontics llI: LightSpeed Rotary Endodontics
(Ross/Boyd) -This lab is recommended for the intermediate to
advanced student who is currently performing root canal treatment
by hand or using a system other than LightSpeed. This is an
opportunity to learn LightSpeed and Simplifill obturation in a hands-
on setting. This endodontics lab will not only help you improve your
skills, but it will help decrease your fatigue and your time spent
performing root canal treatment. All participants should bring
several extracted teeth that have had access openings already
made. Dog canine and 1st mandibular molar teeth are
recommended. Endo Vac® will be available for demonstration and
use. The Rotary Endodontics Lecture held prior to the lab
is a prerequisite. (DVM's Only)

¢ Endodontics IV: : Surgical Endodontics (Niemiec) -
Techniques will cover surgical approach, trephination, curettage,
apicoectomy, root end preparation (rotary bur and ultrasonic
preparation), root end filling, deficit maintenance, and surgical
closure. Lecture Will Be a Pre-Requisite For The Lab.

Equine Dentistry - This lab will focus on assisting the participant
in creating quality diagnostic radiographic images of equine teeth,
including incisors, canines, premolars, and molars. Extraoral and

intraoral techniques and positioning will be covered. Participants

will learn to take multiple angles of projection which will facilitate

their clinical skills in identifying pathology.

Exotic Animal Dentistry (Emily/Holmstrom) - Participants
in the wet lab will perform the various dental disciplines and their
multitude of variations for exotic animals, to include avians,
herbivores, and carnivores. This lab will be conducted with models,
teeth and skulls of exotics.

Feline Extractions (Miles/Soukup) - This lab will cover the
instruments and techniques to master difficult extractions in the cat.
The special differences necessary in surgical extraction technique
for the cats will be emphasized through hands-on teaching.
Extraction complications will also be discussed as well as practical
tips for treating common complications. (DVM’s Only)

Jaw Fracture (Taney/Snyder) - This laboratory will cover

the repair of common jaw fractures using minimally invasive
techniques, such as interdental wiring and composite splinting. This
lab will focus on stabilization of mandibular fractures while
avoiding damage to sensitive orodental structures.

Magical Case Presentations (Camilo/Bellows) - Five
common dental vignettes (gingivitis, periodontal disease, persistent
deciduous teeth, fractured teeth, lingually displaced mandibular
canines) will be set up for participants to reflect how the clients are
educated to accept appropriate dental care. Participants will use
Polaroid and digital cameras, handouts, and models to "present"
dental cases to acting clients. Each participant will be videotaped
before learning the "magic" and each after. Each participant will
go home with a tape of their before and afters to re-evaluate and
share with their staff.

Palatal Surgery (Legendre) - The many uses of “flapping” &
soft tissue handling within the oral cavity will be taught. Attendees
will learn methods for surgically treating soft tissue (including
palatal) frauma, oronasal fistula, frenectomy and many more “take
it home and use it” procedures. Lecture Will Be a
Pre-Requisite For The Lab.

Orthodontics I: Impressions (Greenfield) - To become a
successful orthodontist, it is essential to learn how to create good
dental impressions. This wet lab will demonstrate the proper
techniques for creating alginate impressions and then pouring up
stone models. We will also learn how to make more accurate
impressions, suitable for advanced orthodontic appliance
construction, using a putty wash technique.

Orthodontics Il: Management of Lingually Displaced
Mandibular Canine Teeth (Rice/Snyder) - This lab will give
you the ability to diagnose and treat a very common malocclusion:
Linguoversion of the mandibular cuspid teeth. Treatment of
linguoversion of the mandibular canine teeth in dogs and cats. The
attendee will have hands-on use and application of the most
recently developed materials to effectively treat this common bite
abnormality.

¢ Orthodontics lll: Treatment of Mesially Displaced
Maxillary Canine Teeth (Legendre) — The laboratory would
cover instruments, materials, and techniques to build appliances to
correct mesially displaced maxillary canine teeth. It will also cover
the building of an appliance to correct the buccal tipping of
mandibular canine teeth secondary to the orthodontic movement of
the maxillary canine teeth.

¢ Periodontics Il: Advanced Periodontal Therapy
(Lobprise) — The challenges of periodontal disease require
accurate assessment and freatment planning, to include both non-
surgical and surgical methods of managing varying levels of
disease. Using assessments of periodontal probing and
radiography will help the practitioner decide if treatment is
warranted, and then to provide adequate cleaning, stabilization of
the lesion and even to consider regenerative methods.

* Regional Anesthesia & Pain Management (Gengler/
Snyder/Soukup/Rice/Mulherin) - This lab will teach you
some very practical, safe and cost-effective ways of controlling pain
during and long after oral surgery. You will learn to block strategic
nerve points within the oral cavity. Many of the new multimodal
pain management options will be thoroughly discussed.

* Restorative: Materials Laboratory (L. Visser) - This
lab will teach you the basic steps necessary for restoring fractured
teeth, endodontic access sites and certain carious lesions. Emphasis
will be placed on materials, preparation, curing and finishing.

(DVM's Only)

e Restorative: Crown Preps (C. Visser) — This lab will teach
you the basic steps necessary for common crown preparation

techniques, including detailed impressions. Emphasis will be placed
on preparation margin design, and implementation. Area specific
polyvinyl siloxane impressions will be performed by the lab
participants following crown preparations. (DVM's Only)

Specialist-in-Training: Surgery Lab (Lantz) - The lab focus
will be partial maxillectomy and mandibulectomy. Participants will
choose which procedures they wish to perform depending upon
individual experience levels. Surgical principles will be
emphasized. Maxillectomy options will include: unilateral rostral,
central and partial orbitectomy. Mandibulectomy options will
include: rim excision, bilateral rostral, and caudal. Attendance
at the morning lecture sessions is required. The last two
hours of lecture will be devoted to oral tumor management. NOTE:
An immediate pre-lab lecture will not be given.

Technician: Dental Radiology (Berryhill/Perrone) - This
lab will teach the participants how to position canine and feline
intraoral dental radiographs. Training will be focused on
simplifying the taking of dental radiographs using digital
radiography systems. Participants will become more proficient and
efficient at taking the necessary radiographic views.

Technician Techniques (Bird) - This lab will cover a variety of
dental procedures from a technician’s point of view, including
Regional Nerve Blocks, Treatment of Periodontal Pockets, Dental
Impression and Model Making.
